AUSTRALIA (NAPSA)

NAPSA, one of the earliest members of APRO, carried out this
year too, a commendable number of IPSF projects and were
extremely consistent and regular with their correspondence
and updates. As Eart of their annual congress held in Sidney
from 23" to 29™ January, they successfully organized a
Textbook Drive collecting about 100 pharmacy books which
are being donated to Pharmabrige, an FIP endeavour, wherein
a donor’s book bank is availed of by needy pharmacy students
all over the world. However not many Australian students will
be present at this APPS and we sincerely hope it is not a
reflection of dampened enthusiasm among students for APRO
activities but merely a side effect of having exams during the
same period!

BANGLADESH (BPSA)
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This year Bangladesh has become really active after lying a
little low for the last year. They successfully carried out
medical workshops and campaigns on World Diabetes and
World Heart Day. They, coming out of their internal problems,
have managed to re instill the IPSF spirit among pharmacy
students there. The level of dedication and enthusiasm
exhibited by the current pharmacy students is truly inspiring.
The CP of Bangladesh Mohammed Kawsar has been awarded
the DF grant for the IPSF congress in Romania and | am
confident that he will be instrumental in facilitating an
interactive relationship with APRO for a long time.

INDIA

Indian Pharmaceutical Association-Student Forum (IPA-SF),
the national level student organization since its inception about
a year ago (Till now the Indian Pharmaceutical Association did
not have a formal student level forum therefore it was very
difficult for the CP to pass on any relevant information to
students) has ventured out to newer boundaries.

The IPA-SF at the Indian Pharmaceutical Congress held in
December 2007 conducted a Students Session specially to
promote IPSF and we had Suresh Panthee, Chairperson of
Pharmacy Education to grace to occasion. | personally took
the opportunity to promote the upcoming APPS at the same
session and as a result compared to 4 students from last year
this year India is sending a Delegation of 13 students!

IPA-SF also has carried out the very successful TB project, a
report of which is also available on the FIP website. IPSF and
its promotion right now in India is on its all time high and we
can safely expect it to only grow further in the years to come.

INDONESIA (ISMAFARSI)

One of our newest Full Member, ISMAFARSI, though locally
very active, interaction with APRO has been a little scarce.
However as they were previously Members in Association and
well versed with IPSF activities they were able to carry out
recurrent promotional campaigns. The enthusiasm of students
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is exceptional which is reflected by the decent number of
students registered for the APPS.APPS could serve to be a
starting point to a better and longer lasting association with
APRO.

JAPAN (APS)

Again a new member, correspondence with the students has
been a little difficult. Their exam’s schedule, to a large extent,
prevents it from participating in a lot of IPSF events. They
have been unable to even send in delegates for the APPS.
Therefore efforts are being taken to consider academic
schedules of all member countries while organizing APRO
activities. We hope this would allow equal and fair
representation of all member countries in APRO activities.

KOREA (KNAPS)

Being a new member, they are doing decently well for
themselves. IPSF was introduced to a few Korean students at
the IPSF world congress in Cairns, Australia and they were so
inspired with the IPSF pharmacy spirit that they went back and
attained full member status with IPSF. Most recently John
Nguyen, Immediate Past President (IPP), APRO as well as
Chairperson of Professional Development, IPSF, promoted
IPSF as well as APRO and APPS, Thailand on being invited to
address pharmacy students at the Seoul National University
on 4™ April 2008 by CP and President of KNAPS, Keun Hyung
Kim. Student’s activity is gaining momentum and their
enthusiasm is infective. We have received a good response
from the students for APPS as well as the LIT (Leaders in
training) program and we hope to motivate and train them so
that on going back to their country they can prove to be a
resourceful promoter of IPSF and its activities.

NEPAL (FoP)

Promotion and student activity in Nepal remained satisfactory.
At the NPSS (National Pharmaceutical Student's Society),
Institute of Medicine, Tribhuwan University on 26" May Suresh
Panthee presented a promotional power point on behalf of
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IPSF while Shambhu Maharjan presented on behalf of APRO
and focused mainly on 7th APPS Thailand. Nepal has
tremendous potential, which will only strengthen its
association with IPSF in the times to come.

SINGAPORE (NUSPS’)

NUSPS’ sustained efforts to motivate its students have really
shown excellent results. Singapore students are always well
represented in APRO activities including APPS and this year
too they have lived up to our expectations. We have about 18
students from Singapore who are going to be part of the
APPS. NUSPS' organized Pharmacy week from 12"-14"
December 2007 that comprised of Pharmacy profession
awareness campaigns, Patient counselling sessions and other
sports and social activities for pre university students.

THAILAND (PSUT)

This year, being the host of APPS, the students have exhibited
exemplary skills in promotion and planning! Close to 130
students have signed up for the symposium. The symposium
aims to reflect the perfect balance between scientific
orientation and social involvements of all the delegates. The
APPS will also serve as a promotional event for IPSF in
Thailand and facilitate increased levels of interest and
participation among the students of Thailand.

MEMBERS IN ASSOCIATION

PSA-Taiwan

Involvement of Taiwanese students in IPSF has only multiplied
over the last 2 years. Last year the most prestigious and well
attended IPSF event, the 53 IPSF World Congress was held
in Taipei city, Taiwan in August 2007 which was attended by
over 150 students from Asia Pacific region alone. On Day 1,
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the APRO workshop was conducted by Mary Poon, Secretary
General, IPSF and Kalman Wijaya which was quite a success.

This year there have been a few fruitful developments among
non- member countries as well as countries that wish to revise
their current membership status.

NEPAL (NPSA)

In Nepal, the number of universities offering B. Pharm degree
has increased and therefore they are now trying to get all the
pharmacy colleges under one roof and revise their
membership under NPSA (Nepal Pharmacy Students’
Association). Most of the formalities have been completed and
Nepal might revise their membership status under NPSA

CHINA
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IPSF  was firstly introduced to China (Shenyang
Pharmaceutical University) in 4th APPS 2005 at Tokyo, Japan.
Nene Burarungroj, the then Regional Relations Officer (now
APRO chairperson) visited their university again and re-
introduced IPSF to Chinese pharmacy students. China, as of
now, does not have a national level pharmacy student
organization due to the large number of pharmacy colleges in
the country and therefore it was becoming very difficult to
spread the spirit of IPSF there. h, is in the process of
becoming an Individual member of IPSF.

NEW ZEALAND (APSA)

Jack Zhong, International Exchange Officer for APSA
(Auckland Pharmacy Student Association) expressed the
desire to get APSA involved with IPSF activities. However
things did not materialize this time around, but this has paved
the way for communication between the two organizations,
which could eventually assure a long lasting association of
APSA with IPSF.

PHILIPPINES

They are a potential member and IPSF would be more than
happy to associate themselves with Philippines Pharmacy
Associations.

PAKISTAN

organizations is prohibited by the government which is making
it very difficult to introduce IPSF in the country.

However we still have not lost out on our old
contacts and thus future interaction is yet a very good
possibility which we intend to work on.

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students but we have done our best to make it possible and
almost perfect. Academic activities always come with
knowledge, experience and advanced skills are required which
make students afraid to dive into it. Language barriers are
always the biggest problems in the APPS, but | believe that
everyone has tried to cross these boundaries. Don't let these
opportunity slipped away because it is always better to do your
best than never done anything before.
